Dock Upkeep Reminder 
 

The rules and regulations established by LA County 
Beaches & Harbors as well as Marina Harbor 
Anchorage state that Owners shall not store or 
leave any items on the floats, docks, fingers, or 
landings including, but not limited to, dinghies, 
kayaks, bicycles, plants, chairs, supplies, 
accessories, and extra storage boxes.  
Temporary, removable dock steps are permitted as 
long as they are not wider than one-half the width of 
the finger, and no more than three feet in length. 
The steps must be light weight and may not be 
used as a storage locker.

PREPARING FOR  
RAIN AND HIGH WINDS 

 
Here are a few suggestions on how to prepare your 
vessel for rain and high winds. 
 

• Secure all lines to dock tightly.   
• Make sure vessel is secure to the dock. 
• Use spring lines on large vessels. 
• Secure all sails to avoid unraveling. 
• Put on canvas covers when possible. 
• Cover dinghy when possible.   
• Check for excessive water in dinghies and 

small crafts after a storm. 
• Call the Anchorage Office if you need help 

securing vessel before a storm.
